RE: SEPA Addendum for Redmond Bike Park (LL10183)

Dear Ms. Johnson,

The City of Redmond Parks Department hereby submits an Administrative Modification to the
Site Plan Entitlement Application made on May 12, 2011 (L110182) with a supporting SEPA
Checklist (L110183). On June 8, 2011, the City of Redmond Technical Committee approved the
applications and subsequently published a notice allowing for public comments and appeal. The
project was appealed and after more than a year in the appeals process, the parties settled. This
application provides an updated plan set that achieves the goals of the settlement agreement.

Background on the Appeal
On June 22, 2011, Howard Zeitz and Rob Katz, together with and on behalf of approximately 32
additional neighbors appealed the Redmond Bike Park Site Plan Entitlement application and the
City of Redmond's State Environmental Policy Act Determination of Non-Significance. In
addition, a separate appeal was made by Steve Gosser. The City of Redmond Hearing Examiner
convened open record hearings on the consolidated appeals on October 17, 2011, October 24,
November 14, 2011. On December 5, 2011, the Hearing Examiner denied both appeals. The
appellants appealed that decision to City Council, who met on May 8, 2012 and decided to
uphold the hearing examiner’s decision. Then the project was appealed again by the appellants to
King County Superior Court. Before the case was heard, the two parties began settlement
discussions and in the spring of 2013, a settlement agreement was finalized and City Council
approved it on April 16, 2013. The parties agreed to some changes in the design of the proposed
Redmond Bike Park, including:

e Move bike features and site furnishings away from southeast corner and eastern side of

site,

e Remove elevated wooden features and double black diamond trail,

e Expand the staging area at the starting mound, and

¢ Enhance vegetation along south and western sides of the site.

Indicate source of
fill.

The site has been graded in the
past without permit. Most of the
proposed work is within the
previously disturbed area (0.7
ac). The proposed project would
grade and fill part of another
0.65 ac for a total disturbed area
of 1.35 ac. All grading work near
trees will be done by hand,
rather than machines to
minimize compaction on nearby
trees roots. A significant
landscape enhancement plan is
proposed for the graded areas
around trails, the wetland buffer
and the street.

The site has been graded in the past
without permit. Most of the
proposed work is within the
previously disturbed area (0.36 ac).
The proposed project would grade
and fill part of another 0.32 ac for a
total disturbed area of 0.64 ac (Sheet
C3.0). All grading work near trees will
be done by hand, rather than
machines to minimize compaction on
nearby trees roots. A significant
landscape enhancement plan is
proposed for the graded areas
around trails, the wetland buffer and
the street.

g. About what percentage of
the site will be covered with
impervious

surfaces after project
construction (for example,
asphalt or

buildings)?

None. There are some proposed
elevated trails, but they will be
made of split cedar,

which will allow precipitation
through the slats of the wood.

There are 423 sf of replaced
impervious surface, which will be
comprised of gravel. This is the
utility access driveway off of NE 100"
Street. (The elevated trails made of
split cedar were removed from the

plans).

throughout the lifetime of the
project?

Yes, the proposed project is
expected to import
approximately 1,800 cubic yards
of soil. There is no proposed
excavation.

Yes, the proposed project is
expected to import approximately
2,200 cubic yards of soil. The total
disturbed area is 0.64 acres, much of
which could entail minor excavation
(by hand or small equipment) to
remove vegetation or base material
of existing jumps in preparation for
new construction and planting new
landscape materials.

There is a wetland about 360 feet
east of the eastern most
disturbed area. The wetland
delineation report classifies it as
Class 3, while a staff member
considers it a Class 2 wetland. In
either case, the proposed project
would not impact the wetland
buffer. Perrigo Creek, a Class IlI
stream, is located about

260 feet northeast of the
property. The project would not
impact Perrigo Creek.
Attachment B shows the location
of the wetland.

There is a wetland about 360 feet
east of the eastern most disturbed
area. The wetland delineation report
classifies it as Class 3, while a staff
member considers it a Class 2
wetland. In either case, the proposed
project would not impact the
wetland buffer. Perrigo Creek, a Class
Il stream, is located about

260 feet northeast of the property.
The project would not impact Perrigo
Creek. AttachmentB-showsthe
lecation-efthe-wetlard—The revised
plan set shows a Class Il wetland
buffer,

4. Plants

b. What kind and amount of
vegetation will be removed or
altered?

Some ground cover, shrubs, and
trees, which will be mitigated on
site. Thirty trees are proposed for
removal, 24 of which are
unhealthy or dead - which will

be used on site for snags and
habitat to the best extent
possible. One tree proposed for
removal is a landmark tree. Trees
will be mitigated per code. In
addition, the final design will
have extensive revegetation
proposed along buffers, including
many new trees as well as
understory plants.

Some ground cover, shrubs, and
trees, which will be mitigated on site.
TFhirty-trees Ten healthy significant
trees and 28 unhealthy trees are
proposed for removal, 24-efwhich
are-unhealthy-ordead— which will be
used on site for snags and habitat to
the best extent possible. One-tree
proposedHerremevabsaldaadmark
tree: Trees will be mitigated per
code. In addition, the final design
shows extensive revegetation
proposed along buffers, including
many new trees as well as
understory plants (74 trees, 680
shurbs/ferns/forbs, 4,500 sf wetland
shade mix).
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
