RECOMMENDED ACTION

Adopt a resolution (Attachment A) expressing the City Council’s intent to adopt
amendments for the 2010-2011 Comprehensive Plan update specific to the Land Use
Element and Introduction to Neighborhoods Element.

DESCRIPTION/BACKGROUND

The City of Redmond amends its Comprehensive Plan on an annual basis, as permitted
by state law. In addition, the Growth Management Act requires counties and cities 1o
periodically conduct a thorough review of their plans and regulations to bring them in
line with any relevant changes in the Act and accommodate updated growth targets.
Redmond last completed a “periodic update™ in 2004.

On April 20, 2010, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 1326, which established the
general scope and schedule for Redmond’s 2010-11 Comprehensive Plan review and
update. Subsequently, the City Council and Planning Commission met jointly on
August 10, 2010, to discuss how the concept of sustainability could be addressed through
the update of the Plan. On January 4, 2011, City Council approved six sustainability
principles to inform development of amendments to the Comprehensive Plan and
Transportation Master Plan. From August 2010 to April 2011 the Planning Commission
reviewed and provided recommendations on eight elements. On June 21, 2011, the
Council approved a resolution of intent to adopt six of the elements, provided as
Package 1. The Land Use and Neighborhoods Element Introduction are proposed herein
for resolution, having incorporated amendments regarding Neighborhood Commercial
policies as of September 6, 2011.
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Adoption of the attached resolution is intended to express the Council’s support for
amendments to the elements as shown in Exhibit 1 of Attachment A, pending any
changes identified in subsequent packages. Council action 1o adopt the Comprehensive
Plan amendments 1s scheduled for December 2011.

IMPACT

The amendments to the Land Use Element and Introduction to the Neighborhoods
Element are consistent with the intended scope of the 2010-2011 Comprehensive Plan
update and sustainability principles recently adopted by City Council. Overall, the
breadth of changes include:

. Incorporating policy refinements to reflect the sustainability principles, including
those related to the environment, economy and social equity;
. Extending the planning horizon for the Comprchensive Plan from 2022 to 2030,
with a corresponding update to Redmond’s growth targets;
. Reflecting City actions or studies since 2004, as well as other changes in
conditions;
. Reflecting changes in the Growth Management Act or regional plans since 2004;
and
. Better organizing the elements as a whole.
ALTERNATIVES

A. Adopt the resolution in Attachment A: Staff recommends this alternative because
it expresses Council’s support for progress on the Comprehensive Plan Update thus
far, and creates a foundation for completion of remaining elements.

B. Delay action or reject the resolution: Council could choose to not approve the
attached resolution and wait to take action until all packages have been reviewed by
the Planning Commission. Staff does not recommend this alternative because it could
impact the project schedule and forgo the benefit of developing remaining
amendments with a foundation of the Council-endorsed elements.

TIME CONSTRAINTS

Timely action supports continued progress on 2010-2011 Comprehensive Plan Update.
