BACKGROUND/DESCRIPTION

On November 15, 2011, staff presented a report on proposed increases in fire, park. and
transportation impact fees based on inflation indexes contained in RMC Chapter 3.10.
The Council provided comments to staff indicating support for indexing these fees for
2012, effective January 1, 2012,  Staff also briefed the Council Planning and Public
Works Committee on October 20, 2011, regarding this topic.

ANALYSIS

According to RMC Chapter 3.10, the City may update its impact fees annually based on
specific inflation indexes. Staff recommends that the City’s fire, park, and transportation
impact fee rates and schedules be indexed for 2012 to ensure that impact fee revenue
keeps pace with the cost of providing fire, park, and transportation facilities necessary to
serve new growth. Therefore, the City’s fire, park, and transportation impact fees increase
0.89 percent, 1.97 percent and 0.06 percent, respectively.

IMPACT

Service Delivery and Fiscal Impact: The proposed changes to the City’s impact fee
schedules will allow a small (under 2 percent) increase in fee revenue per unit of
development for the purpose of keeping pace with inflation.

ALTERNATIVES

A. Adopt the ordinance, thus amending Redmond Municipal Code Chapter 3.10
Impact Fees. The attached ordinance contains the 2012 impact fee schedules
recommended by staff for the reasons described in Section IV, Analysis.
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B. Modify or reject the recommended ordinance. Council could modity or reject the
proposed indexing of the fire, park and transportation impact fee schedules for 2012,
Staft does not recommend this alternative.

VII. TIME CONSTRAINTS
Timely action is needed to ensure that the 2012 impact fee schedules are approved in
order to be effective January 1, 2012.
