During construction activities there would be increased exhaust and dust particle
emissions to the ambient air. Objectionable odors could be caused by the
roofing of homes or the paving of roadways. After construction, the principal
source of pollution would be exhaust from vehicles. The increase in automobiles
associated with the development would contribute CO, NO and SO2 emissions
to the air. Fireplaces installed in homes would contribute smoke to the air.

Vehicular emissions from traffic on nearby roadways would be the primary off-
site source of air pollution that could affect the proposal.
